What is the di�erence?

Intermittants -These particular options are 
available when conditions allow (e.g. our gardens 
yield a good pumpkin crop), according to the 
season, or when our brewer gets his way.

Heirlooms - Just like your great-great-great 
grandfather used to make (assuming he was a 
master brewer in Flanders, Belgium). These beers 
were made for generations in the Old World, 
their �avors shaped by nature, custom, and 
(often) long periods of aging in oak casks. Being di�cult and slow to craft, they are 
seldom made now, especially in the New World.
